Congratulations!

Y ou have chosen to become a proficient speaker of Portuguese and to develop a closer understanding of the peoples and cultures that
speak this language!

The Portuguese 2001-2002 course sequence has been designed to give you an ability to actively communicate in Portuguese using all
four language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. In PORT2002, there will be considerable emphasis on al the above
skills; thisisreflected in all our classroom activities.

Proficiency Guidelines: By the end of the semester you should be able to:

1. Handle successfully most communicative tasks and social situations. Initiate, sustain, and close a genera conversation with a
number of strategies appropriate to arange of circumstances and topics.

2. Sustain understanding over longer stretches of connected discourse on a number of topics pertaining to different times, places and
situations.

3. Read consistently with full understanding simple connected texts dealing with basic personal and social needs about which the
reader has personal interest and/or knowledge including reading real texts from media and published in the Portuguese language.

4. Read longer texts, literary short stories, and comment and reprocess the information thus acquired.

5. Meet most practical writing needs and limited social demands. Take notes in some detail on familiar topics and respond in writing to
persona and non-persona questions.

Coursereguirements:

+ Regular attendance mandatory. You are allowed 4 unexcused absences without penalty (excused absences require documented
evidence in the form of a medical note or a letter from Student Affairs). For each additional unexcused absence ten points may be
subtracted from your participation grade (this is equivalent to the loss of 1% of the overall final grade). Students who miss more
than 8 classes this semester may not be allowed to take the final exam. An instructor may initiate a withdrawal for lack of attendance.
#Prepare in advance for each class, completing homework and any assignments set by the instructor. It is the student’s
responsibility to study the assigned grammatical sections and complete the application exercises before each class, in order to be able to
participate fully in all tasks undertaken in class.

Learning aforeign language is not difficult, but to be successful, it requires daily study, practice and exposure to the language. A foreign
language cannot be learned successfully by cramming or studying on an irregular basis. It requires a build-up process: every day the
student learns something new in class, which will be important for understanding something else later on. As for any other course at
UGA, students are expected to devote two hours of preparation, outside of class.

#As aregular written assignment, you will be asked to keep a journal/ creative writing notebook in Portuguese. You must write at
least 100 words per week. This is intended as an exercise in communication: persona diary, a letter, a piece of your own creative
writing, a comment on a poem, a film or a newspaper article, a comment on your Portuguese class, a short story, a chapter of your
favorite soap opera, or a passage of your favorite novel, your research on a Portuguese speaking country, a comment on a Portuguese
on-line newspaper, etc. You are encouraged to illustrate the pages of your journal with pictures or drawings. Always indicate the week
number and exact date of your journal/creative writing entries. Journals/creative writing notebooks and glossaries will not be
conventionally corrected; rather, your instructor will read them, make pertinent comments on form and content and return them to you.
Your instructor may decide to do this work through the WebCT. In that case, you may wish to engage into correspondence with your
fellow students or your Instructor.

Vocabulary, conver sation classes, and acceler ated reading comprehension: Classes are planned to provide opportunities to develop
vocabulary and practical communication skills within a context. Typically, there may be role-play activities, conversation/discussion, or
the presentation of audio-visual materials as a tool to develop communication in Portuguese within a cultural context. As preparation,
we ask you to develop a glossary. This course includes a few short-stories or chronicles as an exercise in accelerating and broadening
reading comprehension to alevel approaching that of a native-speaker’s.

Project: Students must prepare and present a major group project on topics relevant to Lusophone culture. Each group has a maximum
of 4 to 5 students. The project should contain cultural information, be based on situational communication, be interactive, and involve




role-play in the target language, i.e. Portuguese. Students must submit at least two preparation drafts before the final presentation.
Presentation dates must be agreed in advance with the instructor. There may be guests, either from other Portuguese classes, or
Portuguese speakers from outside the university.

For all written and oral work including Project: grades are based on participation, homework, quizzes, listening and oral activities,
preparation of project through its stages, etc. Every instructor will tailor this portion of the grade according to his or her discretion. The
Project, however, isworth 10% of your final grade. Do not neglect its preparation.

L anguage L ab: There will be 6 Lab classes. The last 5 five lab classes are assessed according to: pronunciation, intonation, aural
comprehension, retention of information, and grammatical correctness in the execution of the exercises, or/and in the discussion about
the feature films shown in class. Your grade will be based on your 4 best class performances. You will also have the opportunity of
doing Self-Study Practice in the LRC-Language Resource Center (Gilbert Hall, Lab113). Self-Study Lab Practice has the advantage of
offering you more opportunities to practice Portuguese at your own pace and in the privacy of the Lab booth. It helps you to improve
your oral proficiency and thusto perform better in class. Further information on Self-Study will be provided during your first Lab class.

Films. The Brazilian film Opera dos Malandros will be shown in this course. More films may be shown at the instructor’s discretion,
depending on time available and student interest.

Missed work: There will be no make-ups for missed Lab classes. If you miss a Lab class, your Lab grade will be based on your
performance during the remaining 4 classes. There will be no make-ups for tests. If you miss atest, your grade will be the average of the
two that you will make and the final exam grade will be entered as the missed test. Homework must be presented weekly. No late
homework will be accepted.

Final exam: The final exam will be given according to the schedule in the Oasis. Conflicts with other fina exams should be resolved
early in the semester. Students must present documentation following the instructions for rescheduling, which are located at the
following websites: www.bulletin.uga.edu and www.curriculumsystems.uga.edu. One make-up exam will be given the day following
the regularly scheduled exam. Final exams will not be given at an earlier date for any reason.
