OBJECTIVES:
This class is designed for students who have passed Italian 2001 or who did not test at a higher level. The goal of the
class is to increase your proficiency in all four skills through communicative activities, grammar review, reading of
different types of texts, writing of compositions and the use of audio-visual material.

Instructions for getting access to the Supersite are
located on eLC. I will use eLC for announcements, grammar notes and other material.

TESTS (40% of the final grade):
The lowest grade will be dropped BUT there are No make-ups.

COMPOSITIONS (10% of the final grade):
The compositions will consist of at least 250 words and must be typed in MLA style: double-spaced, font size 12 pt, 1”
margins. The first draft will be revised and edited, and returned to you for corrections, the revised version will be handed
in together with the draft. The final grade will be an average of the draft and revised version of the composition. No late
compositions will be accepted.

ONLINE EXERCISES (10% the final grade):
On-line exercises must be completed by the assigned date.
There is internet access in room 113 of the LRC (Language Resources Center — 1* floor of Gilbert Hall) for Romance
Language students. Please consult the computer lab hours at http://www.rom.uga.edu/Irc.html.

PRESENTATIONS (10% the final grade):
One individual presentations on an Italian online newspaper article (www.corriere.it; www.repubblica.it) and a group
presentation on any aspect of Italian culture. Every student is required to choose a team of min. 3 / max. 4 members for
the group assignment.

PARTICIPATION & DAILY PREPARATION (15% of the final grade):

A participation grade will be given for 1) participating in every activity that is done in class; 2) making an effort to
always speak in Italian in class, when asking and answering questions and in group activities, without being afraid of
making mistakes; 3) coming to class on time every day; 4) work efficiently in all pair and group activities; 5) volunteer
answers to exercises and general questions; 6) do assigned exercises and other written homework and hand them in on
time.

Work to be done at home before coming to class: 1) Study and learn the “Per cominciare” vocabulary at the beginning
of each chapter and do the exercises with the mouse icon for that section. 2) Write (handwritten or typed) ten sentences or
a paragraph with ten (10) underlined words taken from the “Per cominciare” lists that you will be asked to report on at
the beginning of class, after which you will hand it over to the instructor; one point will be added to your participation
grade for each completed paragraph handed it on time. 3) Study and learn all the “Preparazione” vocabulary for the
“Cortometraggio” and, if assigned, “Cultura” readings + do the exercises with the mouse icon in those sections.” 3)
Study the grammar sections. The exercises with the mouse icon can be done after the grammar has been presented.
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In class: Communicative activities, brief grammar explanations and practice, answers to your questions, comprehension
exercises, short film, presentations.

Work to be done at home after class: Once we do a section in class, your responsibility is to go over it again at home,
trying to assimilate what you have learned.

Please be corteous to your classmates and instructor by remembering to turn your cellphone off at the beginning of each
class.

ATTENDANCE:

It is mandatory to attend class everyday. A foreign language is learned by practice and interaction, missing class will
hinder your learning progress and will disrupt the work of other students. For this reason only three absences are allowed,
for each additional absence two points will be taken off your overall class participation grade. If you miss more than 15
classes, you will not be allowed to take the final exam. Attention: the three allowed absences should be used for
emergencies and illnesses, no medical certificates will be accepted to excuse an absence. Students with prolonged
absences due to health, family and other problems should talk with the instructor as soon as possible and contact the
Office of the Vice President for Student Affairs (2-3564).
